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DTG Have Biggest Range
It is official. With the introduction of the two latest DTG machines, The Viper and The PreJet, they now boast the largest range of digital direct to product ink jet printing machines on the world market but why?  When most other manufacturers have concentrated on the smaller end of the market why have DTG worked so hard to develop a range of machines that can satisfy such a wide range of demands? The answer, for them, is easy – customer care. From the outset DTG, and their European partner Impression Technology Europe, adopted the attitude that this type of printing technique should be as flexible as possible so as to ensure market longevity. If you limit your market then you limit your sales potential and that was something that they wanted to avoid for both themselves and their customers. They were also committed to offering the benefits of this style of printing to as many areas of business as possible not only from the point of view of size of orders but also the type of product that could be printed. Thus the extended range of machinery and techniques was developed to what it is today.
The range of models is impressive by any standard but when you consider that this style of printing has not been around that long it is even more remarkable. The standard DTG models, as supplied by 'ITE', start with the table top models The Kiosk, The HM1 and The Viper. Even here most companies would have settled for a single model but DTG instantly saw that different customers have different needs even where the small order market is concerned. A sort of a “horses for courses” approach. 

It is with the larger models though that the big difference between DTG and its competitors really shows. Most developers of this type of machine looked squarely at the t-shirt market and so developed their machines with that in mind. Although DTG obviously considered this they also looked beyond it towards other textile products and possibilities. For instance printing large areas of textile up to a maximum area of 2.5m x 1.2m (although this can be even larger if the print is tiled) means that other (large) fabric based items can be easily accommodated. These same models can also print t-shirts albeit in a different way to the table top versions. In fact the production rates off of these machines is much higher as you can adopt a multi lay system changing shirts while the machine is printing giving you a sort of continuous print cycle.
One of the key holdups though was the pre-treating that is necessary when you want to print with a white ink. Although there were various methods for semi-automating this the bottom line was that it still took time and was, arguably, one of the most skilful parts of the operation. DTG have once again stepped up to the plate with The PreJet which finally automates this process. Not only does it automate the procedure, it also controls the shape of the area to be pre-treated and the amount of liquid that is distributed resulting in a better print whilst also saving on both product and time.

Without a doubt DTG are the world leaders in this type of technology. Not only do they have the widest range of machinery they have also been at the forefront in the development of new techniques for both printing and pre-treating. They have set new boundaries for printing onto textiles so where will they go next?
As you would expect they are not eager to answer that question just yet. Their commitment to development is matched by their ability to maintain an air of secrecy until the product is ready for launch. One thing you can be sure of though and that is that there is definitely something around the corner. They may not be prepared to give details but they couldn’t resist giving a hint. I suppose all we can say is “watch this space”.
